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In order to implement an integrated office concept, the two floors were completely deconstructed.
The bright ceiling panels defined zones within the standard working places and open up the space.
The H-shaped floor plan offers several teams a ‘home’ in its four wings. Two to three teams can
share a one-story wing. The working places arranged along the window axis are being rectified
by alternating acoustic baffles in the central zone. The conflict between concentrated work and
communicative project work is being achieved by the extra-functional buili-in space. The working
places present the calmer areas, whereas the communication takes place in ‘think tanks’, ‘face-
to-face’ situations and ‘programming stations’. The floor’s central core is the market place in the
middle of the H-structure. One cafeteria, one library, two meeting rooms and a high bench situation
are located here. The marketplace is designed as an open room so that presentations can be held
with 200 participants. The market place is flanked by four cores, which offer space to various
technical areas, a printer room and a games room. Color and materials emphasize the ‘home’
like atmosphere of the concept, The office walls and floor fixtures accented with white painted
surfaces. Many painted surfaces are magnetic and writable to support the work of programmers.
The colors of all materials follow a particular color scheme that changes in the individual wings,
thus increasing the employees’ identification with their environment. 7ex by scope 3
